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Between May 13 and October 13, 1917, Our Lady 
appeared to the children six times, calling the world 
to prayer, repentance, and conversion. She urged de-
votion to the Rosary and asked for sacrifices for the 
conversion of sinners and for peace in the world, 
which at the time was suffering through World War I. 

During the final apparition on October 13, thou-
sands witnessed the “Miracle of the Sun,” a remarka-
ble event that strengthened belief in the children’s tes-
timony. 

Francisco and Jacinta later died at a young age and 
were canonized as saints in 
2017. Lucia became a Car-
melite nun and lived a long 
life dedicated to prayer. The 
message of Fatima remains a 
powerful reminder of Mary’s 
call to trust in God, pray the 
Rosary, and seek peace 
through conversion of heart. 

Entre el 13 de mayo y el 13 de octubre de 1917, 

Nuestra Señora se apareció a los niños en seis ocacion-
es, llamando al mundo a la oración, la penitencia y la 

conversión. Les pidió rezar el Santo Rosario y ofrecer 

sacrificios por la conversión de los pecadores y por la 
paz en el mundo, que en ese tiempo sufría los estragos 

de la Primera Guerra Mundial. 

Durante la última aparición, el 13 de octubre, miles 
de personas presenciaron el llamado “Milagro del Sol”, 

un acontecimiento extraordinario que fortaleció la fe en 
el testimonio de los niños. 

Francisco y Jacinta murieron siendo aún 

muy jóvenes y fueron canonizados en 2017. 
Lucía llegó a ser religiosa carmelita y vivió 

una larga vida dedicada a la oración. El 

mensaje de Fátima sigue siendo un podero-
so recordatorio del llamado de María a con-

fiar en Dios, rezar el Rosario y buscar la paz 

por medio de la conversión del corazón.
