For 
this reason, the pope continued, “Devoting a 
specific Sunday of the liturgical year to the word 
of God can enable the Church to experience 
anew how the risen Lord opens up for us the 
treasury of his word and enables us to proclaim 
its unfathomable riches before the world” (n. 2).

For with-
out a closer relationship with the Scriptures, Pope 
Francis warns, “our hearts will remain cold and our 
eyes shut, struck as we are by so many forms of 
blindness” (n. 8). May the Lord open our hearts and 
minds to his voice proclaimed in the Scriptures.
