Today’s readings speak powerfully that salvation 
is a gift from God. In other words, there is nothing 
we can do to save ourselves. Because of this fact, 
we are totally dependent on God. While this ap-
plies first to our natural life, it most especially ap-
plies to eternal life. 
Understandably, then, the poor—the remnant, 

as Zephaniah says—are held up as those close to 
the Lord because they are completely dependent 
on him. Similarly, St. Paul reminds the Corinthians 
that it is not intelligence, nobility, or affluence that 
has earned them salvation. Rather, “it is due to 
[God] that you are in Christ Jesus.” Mercy, humili-
ty, and meekness, then, are virtues to be cultivated 
so that, through them, we may ever more recog-
