I don’t any young people today who, when asked 

what they want to do when they grow up, say, “I 

want to be a prophet.” Do you? Similarly, I don’t 

know any parents who encourage their children to 

consider being prophets when they get older. And 

one can see why this is the case by looking at how 

Jeremiah and Jesus both fared. Then—as now—

prophets were ridiculed, mistreated, and some-

times killed. It is little wonder, then, that those as-

piring to a career as a prophet are few and far be-

tween.

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But perhaps a better reason why young people 

do not desire to be prophets and parents dis-

courage such a path is that the choice to be a 

prophet really is not that of the individual. De-

rived from the Greek (pro-, before + phanai, to 

speak), the prophet was a spokesperson for God. 

It is God who chooses those who will speak on 

his behalf and not the other way around.  

Jeremiah—like Isaiah, Amos, and the other ma-

jor and minor prophets of the Old Testament—

was called by God to speak on the Lord’s behalf 

to his people Israel: “Before I formed you in the 

womb I knew you, before you were born I dedi-

cated you, a prophet to the nations I appointed 

you.” While the prophet’s life may not be easy, 

God promises Jeremiah and the prophets of to-

day that their foes will “not prevail over you, for 

I am with you to deliver you, says the Lord.”
