The man going on a journey gives to three serv-
ants one, two, and five talents, respectively. The
ones given five and two talents returned to the
master double what they had been given. The
servant with one talent, however, returned to the
master only that single talent—and for this he lost
what he had, while the others were praised.

The parable teaches that we don't simply
give back to the Lord what he has given us,
but we give back with increase. In other
words, we don't just replenish what was de-
pleted or maintain what we have. Rather, we
make the world a better and richer place be-
cause we were here. Indeed, leaving the
world a richer place is about knowing that no
matter what our age or condition of life, we
each have something to bring or add to the
quality of this world because God has put us
here and kept us here.

While returning to the Lord with increase
certainly applies to our charitable giving—to
include our parish, the diocese, and other
causes dear to us—it also applies to the other
parts of our lives too. For example, whenever
we learn new things or acquire new skills, we
return to the Lord with increase. So go ahead:
take a cooking class, pick up a musical instru-
ment or a new sport, learn a foreign lan-
guage. Return to the Lord with increase.

ANNUAL OFFERTORY PROGRAM ~ PROGRAMA DE OFERTORIO ANUAL

All the Christian faithful have an obligation to support
the work of the Church so she “has what is neces-
sary for divine worship, for the works of the aposto-
late and of charity, and for the decent support of min-
isters” (canon 222). Concretely, this means that Cath-
olics are called to support financially their parish as
well as the diocese.

While support of the diocese happens in February
through the Bishop’s Ministry Appeal (BMA), during
October and November each year, each parish in the
Diocese of Stockton undertakes an Offertory En-
hancement Campaign in which each parish family is
asked (1) to reassess the amount it gives to the parish
and (2) to make a commitment for giving to the par-
ish in the year to come.

Soon, parish families will receive a brochure in the
mail. Once you have read it, we request that you (and
your family) reflect on the following questions.

1. Do | have a need to give, or do | give only when

there is a need?

2. Do lunderstand that there is an obligation to
provide regular financial support to the parish?

3. Where does the parish fit relative to the other
ways that | spend my money?

4. How much do | give to the parish on a weekly
basis? (If you give monthly or quarterly, calcu-
late your weekly commitment to put it in per-
spective.)

5. lIsittoo much, too little, or just right, given my
anticipated income for the next year?

6. If I am not at the parish for one or more Sun-
days, do | make up the amount that | have not
given?

7. Is now a good time to support the Cathedral
parish through online giving (https://
annunciationstockton.org/giving)?

8. How much can | commit to giving each week to
the Cathedral of the Annunciation during the
coming year?

At the Sunday Masses on November 6 and 7, parish
families will be asked to complete a Commitment
Card to concretize their intention to support our par-
ish. May the Holy spirit guide your reflection.

Todos los fieles cristianos tienen la obligacién de
apoyar el trabajo de la Iglesia para que ella “tenga lo
necesario para el culto divino, para las obras de apos-
tolado y de caridad, y para el apoyo digno de los min-
istros” (canon 222).
