Happy New Year! This First Sunday of Advent 
marks the start of the 2023 Liturgical Year of 
Grace.  
Among the many practices common during Ad-

vent, perhaps the most enduring is that of the Ad-
vent Wreath. The Book of Blessings notes: 
“Customarily the Advent Wreath is constructed of 
a circle of evergreen branches into which are in-
serted four candles. According to tradition, three 
of the candles are violet and the fourth is rose. 
However, four violet or white candles may also be 
used” (n. 1510). If white candles are used, a violet 
or rose ribbon might be tied around each candle.

The Book of Blessings goes on: “The candles repre-
sent the four weeks of Advent and the number of  
candles lighted each week corresponds to the num-
ber of the current week of Advent. The rose candle is 
lighted on the Third Sunday of Advent, also known 
as Gaudete Sunday” (n. 1511). 
Because the devotion of the Advent Wreath is es-

pecially suited to the home, I encourage all fami-
lies—whether large or small—to purchase or even 
make an Advent Wreath this year. You can find a 
short rite to bless your Advent Wreath on the Cathe-
dral parish website: https://
annunciationstockton.org/about/advent Light the 
appropriate number of candles each time your fami-
ly gathers for its main meal in joyful expectation of 
the coming of Jesus, the Light of the World, at Christ-
mas.
