A Scripture commentator has likened the infan-
cy narratives of the Gospels to the overture of 
an opera, for, in these stories of Jesus’ birth, 
many of the themes of the respective Gospel are 
played out in the life and ministry of Jesus that 
follow. 
Two of Matthew’s themes take center stage 

today. First, Matthew emphasizes that Jesus is 
the fulfillment of salvation history. Matthew ref-
erences God’s sign given to King Ahaz: “the vir-

fulfills the promise given centuries before. But as 
we move into the Christmas lectionary (and be-
yond) notice how frequently Matthew shows that 
Jesus is the fulfillment of the Law and the Proph-
ets.

of God to be born of Mary, is Emmanuel, God with 
us. Throughout Matthew’s Gospel, we will hear 
that Jesus is God with us—not just when he was 
ministering in Palestine but even as he promised 
at his ascension to the Father: “I am with you al-
ways, until the end of the age.”
