Just as Isaiah is the prophet of Advent, so too is 
John the Baptist his New Testament successor. 
This Second Sunday of Advent, we hear Isaiah pro-
claim: “On that day, a shoot shall sprout from the 
stump of Jesse, and from his roots a bud shall blos-
som.” John then announces, “the one who is com-
ing after me is mightier than I.” He preaches re-
pentance, “for the kingdom of heaven is at hand!" 
At his coming, Jesus inaugurated the Kingdom of 

God, meaning he set into motion God’s manifest 
sovereignty over all creation. Isaiah prophesies 
that day in recalling the peace and harmony of 
Eden when hostile animal species will live peace-
fully with one another (“the wolf shall be a guest
