The 

“goal” of this journeying together is not to create 

a new vision or pastoral plan with objectives. Ra-

ther, the goal of our journeying together is to be 

present with one another, to listen and learn 

with each other, and to grow closer to the Lord 

and his Church. 

As part of the diocesan phase of Synod 2023 

started last October, the Cathedral parish will 

host Listening Sessions in English and Spanish in 

the upcoming weeks. All parishioners are en-

couraged to participate in the facilitated Listen-

ing Session most convenient to them.  

Currently, all Listening Sessions are planned 

to take place in the Choir Room. Those wishing 

to participate in a Listening Session are encour-

aged to register online at https://

annunciationstockton.org/synod-2021-2023 or 

by calling the Parish Office.
