of Hope,” we are called to be signs of hope for our 
brothers and sisters in need, offering support and 

reassurance to those who feel most vulnerable, trust-

ing in God’s promise of justice and peace. 
We invite parishioners, students, and parents to 

share these resources and stand with immigrant fam-
ilies in prayer. Let us be visible signs of Christ’s love, 
bringing hope to those who are afraid and working 
together to ensure that all members of our communi-
ty are treated with dignity, mercy, and respect.”
