Each Lent, the second Sunday presents a synoptic 
account of the Transfiguration of Jesus. Following on 
the prediction of his passion, death, and resurrec-
tion, Jesus takes Peter, James, and John up the moun-
tain. There, they witness a vision of the future glory 
of the Lord. 
Yet, as all three readings today make clear, this fu-

ture glory of Jesus is our hope as well. Abram trusted 
God to be faithful to the covenant made with him in 
God’s promise of countless descendants and the 
Promised Land. Paul reminds the Philippians that 
their true “citizenship is in heaven.”  
While our baptism into the Paschal Mystery of the 

Lord particularizes for each of us the salvation Jesus 
won for us on the cross, we are called to affirm that 
salvation to actually get to heaven. In other words,

Latin Remains the Official 
 Language of the Catholic Church? 

 

While the reforms of the Second Vatican Council 
(1962–1965) made possible the use of vernacular 
languages on a wider scale in the Church, Latin con-
tinues to serve as the Church’s official language. 
Among its liturgical reforms, the Constitution on 

the Sacred Liturgy Sacrosanctum Concilium recog-
nized the value of vernacular languages in celebrat-
ing the liturgy. “Nevertheless, steps should be taken 
so that the faithful may also be able to say or to sing 
together in Latin those parts of the Ordinary of the 
Mass which pertain to them” (SC 54). To accomplish 
this goal of the council, the Cathedral has included 
Latin chant versions of the Holy, Holy; Memorial Ac-
clamation; and Lamb of God in its celebration of the 
Eucharist this Lent.  
Knowing these chants by heart will not only unite 

in our English and Spanish-speaking communities in 
our common ecclesiastical language but also pro-
mote their participation in the Mass when they trav-
el to Rome or other places where these settings are 
used.
