Matthew’s version of the Transfiguration story 
advances his theme of Jesus as the fulfillment of 
the Old Testament promises and prophesies. 
Jesus ascends the mountain, just as Moses did at 
Sinai. The change in Jesus’ appearance is intend-
ed to evoke the apocalyptic imagery of the 
prophet Daniel. And the appearance of Moses 
and Elijah, representing the law and the proph-
ets, find their fulfillment in Jesus.  

When taken together, Matthew makes clear 
in these details that Jesus is the favored Son of 
God.
