MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR / MENSAJE DEL PARROCO

After visiting the United States, the nineteenth centu-
ry French diplomat and historian Alexis de Tocque-
ville warned, in Democracy in America (1835), that
materialism and selfish individualism had the poten-
tial to lead to the atomization of society and a so-
called democratic “tyranny of the majority.”

On this First Sunday of Lent, the readings from
Deuteronomy and Romans present a more balanced
view of society and the individual. Moses reminds
the Israelites, on the occasion of the annual offering
of first fruits, that salvation is a collective reality. God
saved a people from slavery in Egypt through the
waters of the Red Sea—"a nation great, strong, and
numerous.” Through the death and resurrection of
his Son, God has fashioned a new people, saving
them from eternal death. As part of that people, we
