The Synod Corner  
 

Synodality is primarily a spiritual disposition. It per-
meates the daily life of the Baptized as well as every 
aspect of the Church’s mission. A synodal spirituality 
flows from the action of the Holy Spirit and requires 
listening to the Word of God, contemplation, silence 
and conversion of heart. (Synodal Spirituality, #43) 

As we continue to complete our reading of Part 1 of 
the Final Document - The Heart of Synodality – we 
come to realize that synodality is not an event, some-
thing that has a beginning or an end, It is a way of life 
for all of the People of God. Synodality calls us to listen 
deeply, “to act justly, to love tenderly and to walk hum-
bly with our God.” (Micah 6:8)  

You are invited to complete Part 1 of the Final Doc-
ument by reading the following sections: Unity as 
Harmony, Synodal Spirituality, and Synodality as 
Prophetic in Today’s World. (Pages 13 – 16)  

One of the recommendations gleaned from the listen-
ing sessions throughout the Diocese states “The overall 
desire of the People of God of the Stockton Diocese is to 
be in a loving relationship with Christ and with one 
another.” As you read these three sections, please note 
that the document speaks about being in relationship 
with one another, a relationship that is “made one by 
the unity of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spir-
it.” (Unity as Harmony #34)

El Rincón del Sínodo 
 

La sinodalidad es principalmente una disposición espiritu-
al. Penetra la vida cotidiana de los bautizados, así como 
todos los aspectos de la misión de la Iglesia. Una espiritu-
alidad sinodal fluye de la acción del Espíritu Santo y 
requiere escuchar la Palabra de Dios, contemplación, si-
lencio y conversión del corazón. (Espiritualidad Sinodal, 
#43) 

A medida que continuamos completando nuestra lectura 
de la Parte 1 del Documento Final -El Corazón de la Si-
nodalidad- nos damos cuenta de que la sinodalidad no es un 
evento, algo que tiene un principio o un final, es una forma 
de vida para todo el Pueblo de Dios. La sinodalidad nos lla-
ma a escuchar profundamente, "a actuar con justicia, a am-
ar con ternura y a caminar humildemente con nuestro Di-
os". (Miqueas 6:8.)  

Los invitamos a completar la Parte 1 del Documento Fi-
nal leyendo las siguientes secciones: La unidad como ar-
monía, La espiritualidad sinodal y La sinodalidad como 
profecía en el mundo de hoy. (Páginas 13 – 16)  

Una de las recomendaciones extraídas de las sesiones de 
escucha en toda la Diócesis dice: "El deseo general del 
Pueblo de Dios de la Diócesis de Stockton es estar en una 
relación amorosa con Cristo y con los demás". Al leer estas 
tres secciones, tenga en cuenta que el documento habla de 
estar en relación unos con otros, una relación que es "hecha 
una sola por la unidad del Padre y del Hijo y del Espíritu 
Santo". (La Unidad como Armonía #34)
