the apogee of an ardent devotional movement con-
centrated on the Sacrament of the Altar” (Directory 
on Popular Piety, 160). The Holy See reminds the 
Church: “The faithful, when worshipping Christ 
present in the Sacrament of the Altar, should recall 
that this presence comes from the Sacrifice of the 
Eucharist, and tends towards sacramental and 
spiritual communion” (Worship of the Eucharist 
Outside Mass, 80). Indeed, “prayer before Christ the 
Lord sacramentally present extends the union with 
Christ that the faithful have reached in commun-
ion. It renews the covenant that in turn moves 
them to maintain by the way they live what they 
have received through faith and the sacra-
ment” (Ibid., 81).
