are learning not only reading, writing, and arith-

metic but also new rules: what to do and not 

do, whether in the classroom or on the play-

ground. 

Today’s readings from Deuteronomy and 

Mark 7 point out the value of rules as well as 

the vice of deifying them. Laws protect the com-

mon good and the dignity of the human person. 

Yet we also have to recognize the hierarchy of 

laws, because not all laws are equal—the point 

Jesus makes in today’s Gospel. One thing I’ve 

learned in my twenty-five years as a canon law-

yer is to look at the value underlying a law. 

Knowing the value the law is trying to protect or 

promote is a helpful key to interpreting and ap-

plying it.
