The words of the prophet Amos in today’s first 
reading certainly cut to the chase with the wealthy 
ruling class: “Woe to the complacent in Zion!” Ap-
parently, the rich man in the parable Jesus tells to 
the Pharisees was as unfamiliar with Amos as he 
was with “Moses and the prophets,” for he person-
ifies complacency. Only after death, when he is 
tormented in the netherworld and Lazarus rested 
in the bosom of Abraham, did the rich man get 
jolted out of his complacency. But then it was too 
late.
