The Jubilee Year began on December 24, 2024, 
when Pope Francis opened the Holy Door at St. Pe-
ter’s Basilica. In Rome, the Holy Doors will remain 
open until the conclusion of the Jubilee Year on 
January 6, 2026, when Pope Leo will officially close 
them. In the United States, the Jubilee Year will 
conclude earlier, on December 28, the Feast of the 
Holy Family. 

Throughout the Jubilee Year, millions of pilgrims 
journeyed to Rome to pass through the Holy Doors 
and participate in Jubilee events, through which 
they could receive indulgences. Those unable to 
travel to Rome were still able to take part locally by 
making a pilgrimage to the Cathedral of the Annun-
ciation or to one of the other designated pilgrimage 
sites across the United States. 

On Sunday, December 28, Bishop Cotta will offi-
cially close the Jubilee Year at the 9:00 a.m. 
Mass. All are warmly invited to attend. An in-
dulgence may also be received at the 1:00 p.m. 
Spanish Mass, during which Father Cesar will 
celebrate the closing of the Jubilee Year in 
Spanish. 

El Año Jubilar comenzó el 24 de diciembre de 2024, cu-
ando el Papa Francisco abrió la Puerta Santa en la Basíl-
ica de San Pedro. En Roma, las Puertas Santas perman-
ecerán abiertas hasta la conclusión del Año Jubilar el 6 
de enero de 2026, cuando el Papa León las cerrará ofi-
cialmente. En los Estados Unidos, el Año Jubilar con-
cluirá antes, el 28 de diciembre, en la Fiesta de la Sagra-
da Familia. 

Durante el Año Jubilar, millones de peregrinos vi-
ajaron a Roma para cruzar las Puertas Santas y partici-
par en los eventos jubilares, a través de los cuales pu-
dieron recibir indulgencias. Aquellos que no pudieron 
viajar a Roma también tuvieron la oportunidad de par-
ticipar localmente realizando una peregrinación a la 
Catedral de la Anunciación o a uno de los otros sitios de 
peregrinación designados en todo Estados Unidos. 

El domingo 28 de diciembre, el Obispo Cotta cerrará 
oficialmente el Año Jubilar durante la Misa de 
las 9:00 a.m. Todos están cordialmente invitados 
a participar. También se podrá recibir una indul-
gencia en la Misa en español de la 1:00 p.m., du-
rante la cual el Padre César celebrará el cierre del 
Año Jubilar en la Misa en español.
